GENERAL INFORMATION 

• Trinity Rep’s A Christmas Carol will be directed by Liesl Tommy. 
• A Christmas Carol performs November 21st - December 31st  at Trinity Rep. 

 
AUDITIONS 

• Children ages 8-12 are welcome to audition.  Children who turn 13 before December 31st, 2008 
are not eligible. 

• We will be casting 6 Child Actors per cast.  (3 Boys and 3 Girls per cast.) 
• There are 4 distinct casts who will perform the show on a rotating basis. (5 performances a week 

per cast) 
• We will cast a total of 24 Child Actors (12 Boys and 12 Girls.) 
 

REHEARSALS 
• The First rehearsal for the Child Actors will be the week of October 21st . 
• Detailed rehearsal and performance schedules will be provided by the Stage Manager. 
• Weekday rehearsals will be held after school in the mid-afternoon to the evening. 
• Rehearsals will be held every day except most Mondays or Tuesdays depending on the cast 

including weekend rehearsals. 
• Children will need transportation to and from rehearsals. 
• We strongly encourage kids to bring their school homework to rehearsals and performances. 

 
PERFORMANCES 

• All performers are required to be at the theater at least 30 minutes prior to the scheduled show 
time. 

• Children will need their own transportation for all shows.  In some cases children in Providence 
schools may be picked up at school and returned to school by Trinity staff for 10:30AM 
performances only. 

• ONLY A MEDICAL EMERGENCY OR ILLNESS IS AN ACCEPTABLE EXCUSE FOR 
MISSING REHEARSALS OR PERFORMANCES. 

 
CASTING 

• If a child has been selected for a role, we will contact you by October 10th. 
• PLEASE DO NOT CONTACT THE THEATER TO SEE IF YOUR CHILD HAS BEEN 

CAST. 
• Where possible, we try to cast siblings and kids from the same school into the same “team”.  
 

BEFORE AUDITIONING PLEASE MAKE SURE THE REHEARSAL AND PERFORMANCE 
SCHEDULES DO NOT CONFLICT WITH ANY OTHER SPECIAL, EXTRACURRICULAR OR 

FAMILY ACTIVITIES IN WHICH YOUR CHILD MAY BE INVOLVED.
